ABOUT US/A BRIEF HISTORY:

Tri-Gemini was formed in 2005 when three of the top managers of Intech EDM completed a management buyout of the sinker EDM business.  George Andrasco, Tony Mucha and Linda Radtke started a new company, Tri-Gemini, LLC to service the sinker EDM supply market and provide custom graphite machining services.

Tri-Gemini continues the tradition of top quality manufacturing and distribution of sinker supplies.  We have been manufacturing graphite electrodes since the early 1960s.  The business started as Electrotools in June, 1963.  The original location was at 1311 Roosevelt Road in Broadview, Illinois.  The company started with 2 employees, primarily servicing the Chicagoland area.
Electrotools formed a join venture with Alectro, Netherlands in 1967.  In 1973, Electrotools purchased Havel Precision, Inc., in order to add the manufacture of custom electrodes to print as a service to its customers.  The company moved to 3 different facilities in Broadview over the years; moving to 2001 Parkes Drive in September, 1989.  

Electrotools and Alectro joined to form Intech EDM in 1989.  Intech EDM was purchased by Georg Fischer in 1996, as part of the Manufacturing Technology Group.  This group grew to include the premier names in EDM – Agie, Charmilles, System 3R, Mecatool, Bostomatic and Mikron, and others.  

We completed the management buyout of the sinker EDM consumables business in October 2005 and formed Tri-Gemini.  Tri-Gemini is a master distributor for POCO graphite, Toyo Tanso graphite and Commonwealth Oil.  We also supply MicroGraph graphite, BP Oil, metallic electrodes (copper tungsten, tellurium copper, tungsten carbide), sinker EDM filters and other sinker EDM supplies.

In June 2007, George Andrasco left our partnership to tend to his health; sadly, he died of cancer in August, 2007.  

Also in June 2007, we purchased a 22,000 square foot facility in Hillside, Illinois.  After many months of renovation, we moved into our new shop in February, 2008.
